Students will receive 37 hours of block credit for successful completion of
the Coastal Bend College Dental Hygiene courses.

Program Specific Requirements

Total hours for degree 120 hours

Up to 90 hours transferred from the AAS institution

30 hours must be completed at TWU. If a student enters into Dual
Enrollment and is already core complete, electives will need to be
completed at TWU to achieve the 30 hours at TWU.
